I wish to object to the above planning application for the following reasons:

1. 
Pollution - air quality is already confirmed as poor in the Shawhead & Carnbroe  
area – the dioxins and furans which will come from this plant are known to cause 
serious health defects including asthma, cancer, renal problems, lung and 
development problems in babies and young children in particular
2. 
Nasty Odours - Local residents near Shore’s plant in Liverpool have made 
complaints.  Food waste will be processed in this plant; this waste will also 
encourage vermin.
3. 
Noise - from reversing vehicles, audio warnings on doors etc during site operations 
24/7 working hours 
4. 
Traffic - the M8/A8 is too busy especially during rush hour. Transportation of waste, 
with its noise, pollution and emissions, will inevitably increase.
5. 
Proximity – it is too near homes - not just Carnbroe and Shawhead – the odours and 
the wind-borne pollution will have an adverse effect on the health of the families in 
the Monklands and surrounding towns.  (4 primary schools/nurseries in the 
immediate area)

The potential for fire within such a plant is high and would impact on Coatbridge, 
Airdrie and beyond. A fire in this area could close the M8 causing major disruption 
to Scotland’s busiest road and impact on businesses

This plant will be harmful to the environment and wildlife in this area.
